To further encourage and support positive attendance,
we conduct home visits to households where a student
is absent for a period of time and we have received no
contact from parents/carers to confirm a reason for
their absence.

A recent study has shown that if a child is absent for
one of the first days of the new term, for unauthorised
reasons, they are much more likely to miss long periods
of their schooling compared to their peers who
attended those first days. These children had a
predicted overall absence of almost 45%. This shows just
how important it is that children are at school, ready to
learn, in the first days of the September term.

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Pastoral Care at Newquay Tretherras

At Newquay Tretherras, we are incredibly proud of our high-quality
pastoral care. We believe that for students to thrive in the classroom,
they need excellent teaching and to feel truly valued and supported.
Each morning, students meet with their tutor, an essential and consistent
part of their school experience. Tutors are the staff members who will
get to know your child best. Their role is to set a positive fone for the day,
ensure students are 'NT Ready' with correct uniform and equipment,
and support them in reaching their full potential. Tutors also promote
citizenship and literacy through our Tuftor Programme, provide a
listening ear, and are the first point of contact for parents and carers.
We encourage students and families to speak with tutors first regarding
any concerns.

The KS3 pastoral team has increased capacity for September with the
addition of Deputy Key Stage Directors and a dedicated Pastoral
Manager for each year group. Pastoral Managers are non-teaching
staff highly frained in pastoral care and available throughout the school
day to support students and families.

We understand that it can be difficult for students to speak face-to-face
about sensitive issues such as bullying or social concerns. That's why we
encourage use of our ‘Talk To Us' feature on the school website: Talk To
Us — fretherras.net. This allows concerns to be raised discreetly and helps
us act swiftly and appropriately.
